2. Write a short Thai paragraph with the upper intermediate level of vocabulary on 
various topics.

3. Comprehend Thai with sufficient ability to grasp the main idea and most details in 
short conversations (spontaneous or recorded) and a variety of audio clips: songs, 
movies, and news.

4. Communicate and react properly in various situations based on Thai culture.
